The percent of normal precipitation in North 2/1/2015 - 2/28/2015
Dakota showed high variations across the
state during the month of February (Figure

1). Some locations in the central and
northern portion of the state recorded well
above average precipitation, whereas much of
southwestern and many parts of northeastern
North Dakota were quite dry. Although the
month did at least bring some locations above
average precipitation during the month, the
combination of the past several months being
dry and with most of the eastern part of the
state recording little snowfall in February, the
U.S. Drought Monitor continues to list 68%
of North Dakota in either Abnormally Dry or
Moderate Drought conditions.
